Highlights of the collection include American furniture with special 
emphasis on the Connecticut River Valley; English and Chinese ceramics; American and English 
silver – including work by Paul Revere; and American and English textiles.  The Flynt Center of 
Early New England Life offers exhibitions including: “Celebrating the Fiber Arts: The Helen 
Geier Flynt Textile Gallery” permanent with changing elements; “Engraved Powder Horns from 
the French and Indian War and the American Revolution: The William H. Guthman 
Collection” permanent; “Into the Woods: Crafting Early American Furniture,” long-term; and 
“Curators’ Choice: A New Look at Old Objects” open September 17, 2011 through February 5, 
2012..
